A. Their refusal could have been taken as an insult

1. King Neb was dangerous

2. Put out Zedekiah’s eyes (2 Kings 25:7)

3. Wise men to be slain (2:5)

4. Fiery Furnace (chapter 3)

B. Peer pressure to conform

C. Our natural reaction is to become bitter at God 

and refuse to obey

B. Presented a fair, viable option (1:12-13)

C. ‘Counsel & wisdom’ (2:14)

D. Calmly asked for time (2:16)
