2 Corinthians 5:5-11

I. Faith, not fear (vs. 5-6)

A. Prepared Faith

1. Prepared by God for eternity with Him

2. See 5:1

B. Confident Faith

1. Convinced, as with proof

2. ‘The Spirit as a guarantee’

3. 2 Timothy 1:7 ‘not a spirit of fear…’

II. People, not pleasure (vs. 9, 11)
A. Pleasing to God

1. 1 Timothy 2:3-4 (NIV), “This is good, and pleases God our Savior, who wants all men to be saved and to come to a knowledge of the truth.”

2. 2 Peter 3:9 (NIV), “The Lord is not slow in keeping his promise, as some understand slowness. He is patient with you, not wanting anyone to perish, but everyone to come to repentance.”

B. Persuading Men
1. ‘Persuading’ – convincing through reasoning with the truth

2. Isaiah 1:18 (NIV), “Come now, let us reason together, says the LORD. Though your sins are like scarlet, they shall be as white as snow; though they are red as crimson, they shall be like wool.”

III. Seeking, not sitting (vs. 7, 10)

B. War a good Warfare
1. 1 Timothy 1:18 (NKJV), “This charge I commit to you, son Timothy, according to the prophecies previously made concerning you, that by them you may wage the good warfare.”

Now there is in store for me the crown of righteousness, which the Lord, the righteous Judge, will award to me on that day--and not only to me, but also to all who have longed for his appearing.”
