John 14:1-6

I. We Have a Person to Believe In (Jesus)
A. Personality
1. Jesus is a person: “for I know whom I have believed and am persuaded that He is able to keep what I have committed to Him until that Day.” 2 Tim 1:12 (NKJV)

2. Jesus said no one comes to the Father except through Him (Himself)
B. Perpetual

1. “Jesus said to them, “I assure you: Before Abraham was, I am.” John 8:58 (HCSB)

2. Before God created light He was already the Light of the World

3. Before God created the sun and moon, He was already the Son of Righteousness with healing in His wings
4. Before God created day and night He was already the Ancient of Days

5. Before God created the plants He was already the Rose of Sharon and the Lily of the Valley

6. Before God created the animals He was already the Lion of Judah and the Lamb slain before the foundation of the world

II. We Have a Place to Live In

A. A Real Place

1. Jesus spoke of Heaven as the throne and house of God

2. Heaven is as real as God is

3. We are given a description of Heaven

B. A Radical Place

1. The most valuable substance on earth is the most invaluable substance in Heaven (gold – they pave the streets with it)

2. Jesus is preparing me a dwelling place there
a. “Dwelling places”, or “rooms”

b. Heaven is the Father’s abode, we will dwell in close proximity to Him

c. A room in Heaven is surely a ‘Mansion’!

3. Heaven is a place of ‘no mores’

a. No more death

b. No more tears

c. No more separation

d. No more sin

III. We Have a Promise to Rest In

A. Return of Jesus

1. ‘I will come again’

2. For every reference in the Bible to Jesus’ first coming, there are 7 references to His second coming

B. Rapture and Resurrection of the Saints

1. “But I do not want you to be ignorant, brethren, concerning those who have fallen asleep, lest you sorrow as others who have no hope. For if we believe that Jesus died and rose again, even so God will bring with Him those who sleep in Jesus. For this we say to you by the word of the Lord, that we who are alive and remain until the coming of the Lord will by no means precede those who are asleep. For the Lord Himself will descend from heaven with a shout, with the voice of an archangel, and with the trumpet of God. And the dead in Christ will rise first. Then we who are alive and remain shall be caught up together with them in the clouds to meet the Lord in the air. And thus we shall always be with the Lord. Therefore comfort one another with these words.” 1 Thessalonians 4:13-18 (NKJV)

a. Those raptured: “O Death, where is your sting?”

b. Those resurrected: “O grave, where is your victory?”
