Jude 1,2

I. AUTHOR (Jude) – Judas – apostate name for an apostate book

A. Servant of Jesus Christ – ‘doulos’ – bond slave

1. no mind, no will, no way of his own

B. Brother of James

1. James ‘the Lord’s brother’ in Gal. 1:19

2. Listed with Lord’s brothers in Matt. 13:55

3. Leader of church at Jerusalem

II. AUDIENCE
A. Sanctified (or beloved as in vs. 3) by God

1. John 16:27, “For the Father himself loveth you, because ye

 have loved me, and have believed that I came out from God.

B. Preserved in Jesus Christ

1. Perfect tense – ‘continually kept’  John 10:28 (QUOTE)

2. 1 Peter 1:4 “our inheritance reserved in heaven”

3. tender, loving, watchful, continuous care (mother &baby)

C. Called / 3 uses of this word

1. to judgement Romans 3:10, 23

to festivities  John 5:24, “Verily, verily, I say unto you,

   He that heareth my word, and believeth on him that sent me,

    hath everlasting life, and shall not come into condemnation;

    but is passed from death unto life.”

2. to service  Luke 14:23 “compel them to come in”

III. ABUNDANT BLESSING
A. Mercy- not giving us what we deserve

1. not law  James 2:10, “For whosoever shall keep the whole

    law, and yet offend in one point, he is guilty of all.”

2. not works  Gal. 5:19-21, “Now the works of the flesh are

    manifest, which are these; Adultery, fornication,

    uncleanness, lasciviousness, Idolatry, witchcraft, hatred,

    variance, emulations, wrath, strife, seditions, heresies,

    Envyings, murders, drunkenness, revellings, and such like:

    of the which I tell you before, as I have also told you in time

    past, that they which do such things shall not inherit

    the kingdom of God.”

B. Peace – w/God  “to join”
  

1. Col. 1:20, “for having made peace through the blood

    of His cross…”

2. Eph. 2:14, “ for He is our peace…”

3. John 14:27, “Peace I leave with you, my peace I give unto you:

    not as the world giveth, give I unto you.”

C. Love – God’s love

1. John 3:16
