

REMINDERS OF GOD’S RIGHTEOUS




CONDEMNATION




        Jude 5-7

INTRODUCTION:

1.  Exhorting his readers to contend earnestly for the faith in verse 4,

Jude introduces the reason for such a stand:


‘certain men’ have crept in unnoticed


ungodly men who turned grace into a license for sin and


denied the Lord Jesus Christ

2. Jude also writes of these men that they were ‘before ordained to


this condemnation.’ They were not predestined to act this


way. What is ordained is their punishment. Those who turn


from God will not escape His righteous condemnation!

3. To reinforce his point, Jude reminds us of 3 examples in which the 


ungodly did not escape the condemnation of God in vs. 5-7.

I. Israelites in the Wilderness (vs. 5)

A. Saved out of Egypt – what is this salvation?

1. spiritual significance of Passover

2. unlikely that Joshua &Caleb & under 20

were only believers

B. Believed not in the Wilderness

1. Numbers 13-14 / believed not the record of the spies

a. Hebrews 3:19, “they could not enter in because

 of unbelief.”
b. READ 1 Cor. 10:1-12

c. According to Jude 5, one may be saved, then become

Guilty of unbelief, and be judged by God.

C. God Destroyed Them

1. What was this destruction? – Israel lost her opportunity

For life in the land of promise, but it is not said that she lost

Her salvation. Look at next verses:

a. (6) angels reserved under everlasting chains of darkness

b. (7) Sodom & Gomorra suffered vengeance of eternal fire

c. Israel was only destroyed

2. Destroyed – Gk”apollumi” used of both:

a. physical death Luke 15:17 prodigal “I perish w/hunger”

b. spiritual death John 3:16 “should not perish”

c. context determines meaning

3. Other Scriptures speak of possibility of destruction by the Lord

If guilty of certain sins

a. 1 John 5:16, “There is a sin unto death”

b. 1 Cor. 11:29,30 – Lord’s Supper/some died

c. 1 Cor. 5:5  “delivered unto Satan for destruction of flesh”

II. Angels That Sinned (vs. 6)

A. Kept not their first estate

1. did not remain in their position of pre-eminent dignity

B. Left their own habitation

1. “abandoned once for all time” their proper place

2. READ Gen. 6:1-2,4

a. ‘sons of God’ – bene Elohim always angels in OT

b.  break-down of the God-ordained order of beings

c. ‘giants’ is Nephalim ‘fallen ones’

3. Language of Jude 7 points to angels committing fornication

a. city names are in neuter gender

b. ‘in like manner’ is in masculine gender

“in like manner as these” – angels of verse 6

C. Reserved under chains of darkness until judgment of great day

1. 2 Peter 2:4 – ‘Tartarus’ means pits of darkness

III. Sodom & Gomorrah

A. Gave themselves over to fornication

1. ‘complete abandon’ totally given to & enslaved by it

B. Going after strange flesh

1. ‘other’ – that which is contrary to nature – sodomy

C. Set forth as an example – 

1. God WILL judge sin – He is no respecter of persons

D. Suffering the vengeance of eternal fire

1. God will judge sin
