I. A comparison of them (vs. 8-10)

A. They defiled the flesh

          1.    as the Sodomites

          2..   2 Peter 2:10

B. Despise dominion

1. as the angels

C. Speak evil (blasphemos) of dignities

1. as the Israelites

2. vs. 9 – Michael & Satan

D. they speak evil of things they know not

1. corrupted by evil knowledge & nature

E.    reverse of same in previous verses – shows progression

II. A Charge Against Them (vs. 11)

A. they denied the atonement

1. the way of Cain – establish own righteousness

2. ignored the Word of God

B. they were greedy for reward - Numbers 22&ff – Balaam

1. ‘ran greedily’ – been poured forth

2. Sacrificing eternal riches for temporal gain

a. Mark 8:36, “For what shall it profit a man,

 if he shall gain the whole world,

 and lose his own soul?”

3. Opposed the Word of God

C. they rejected God’s leaders - Numbers 16 - Korah

1. ‘gainsaying’ – against the word

2. Spoke against God’s authority

3. Rebelled against the Word of God

D. hidden reefs – ‘spots’ in love feasts

E. clouds w/out water – empty promises

F. trees w/no fruit

1. not as in Psalm 1

2. ‘twice dead’ between w/out fruit & rooted up

3. apostates are dead to the fruits of profession

 and dead to the roots of possession

4. plucked up – Matt. 15:13, “But he answered 

and said, Every plant, which my heavenly

Father hath not planted, shall be rooted up.”

III. The condemnation of them (vs. 12-13)

A. raging waves of the sea - shamefulness

1. foaming out their own shame

2. Is. 57:20-21, “But the wicked are like the 

troubled sea, when it cannot rest, whose 

waters cast up mire and dirt. There is no 

peace, saith my God, to the wicked.”

B. wandering stars - hopelessness

1. shooting stars on an errant path

C. reserved the blackness of darkness forever
