B. The 'mixed multitude' is composed of unsaved people 

who want to belong to the fellowship of God's people 

without trusting the Lord or submitting to His will. 

They want the blessings but not the obligations, and 

their appetite is still for the things of the world.

C. 2 Cor. 6:17, “Wherefore come out from among them, 
and be ye separate, saith the Lord, and touch not the 

unclean thing; and I will receive you”
