I. WRITING SERVANTS (vs. 1)

A. Paul

1. First to proclaim the gospel in Philippi (Acts 16:13-14)

2. Frustrated the work of Satan in Philippi (Acts 16:16-18)

3. Fomented a disturbance in Philippi (Acts 16:19-24)

4. Filled the prison with praise (Acts 16:25)

5. Fostered a mighty moving of God in Philippi (Acts 16:26-34)

6. Founded the church at Philippi (Acts 16:40)

B. Timothy

1. Part of the team that founded the church (Acts 16:3)

2. Part Jew & part Greek (Acts 16:1)

3. Part of the unique ministry of Paul – ‘bondslaves’ (vs. 1)

C. ‘Bondslaves’

1. Only used of Paul about himself in 3 places

a. Phil. 1:1

b. Romans 1:1

c. Titus 1:1

2. Only used of Paul about others 3 times

a. Timothy (here)

b. Epaphras (Col. 1:7)

c. Tychicus (Col. 4:7)

         3. Term truly characterized the lives of these people

II. RECEIVING SAINTS (vs. 1b)

A. Philippian congregation

1. ‘saints’ – those set apart by God at conversion

B. Bishops – teaching and administrative office (pastors?)

1. see 1 Timothy 3

C. Deacons – designated servants 

1. as in Acts 6:1-3

III. RICH SALUTATION

1. Eph. 2:8, “for by grace are ye saved through faith; 

and that not of yourselves: it is the gift of God.”

2. Titus 2:11-12, “For the grace of God that bringeth 

salvation hath appeared to all men, Teaching us that, 

denying ungodliness and worldly lusts, we should live 

soberly, righteously, and godly, in this present world”
