I. Prayer Centers on the Father (9)

A. ‘In Heaven’ – lit. in heavens – transcendence

B. ‘Hallowed thy name’ – holy, sanctified, lifted 
high
1. Psalm 20:7, “Some trust in chariots, 
and some in horses;
But we will 

remember the name of the LORD our 

God”

2. A person’s name represented who 

they are; all they are

II. Prayer Seeks for God’s Kingdom (10)

A. Focus on God’s sovereign plan for humanity

B. God’s will takes precedence

III. Prayer Secures our Needs (11-13a)

A. Physical Needs

1. ‘Daily bread’

2. Live by faith

B. Forgiveness

1. Keep short accounts with God

2. Keep short accounts with others

C. Deliverance from the Evil one

1. This is a mere Hebraism: God is said to 
do a thing which he only permits or 

suffers to be done.
2. ‘Don’t allow us to be overwhelmed w/ 

temptation’

B. It’s your power
