


HOW WELL CAN YOU SEE?




Matthew 7:1-6

I. A Simple Caution (1-2)

A. Judgmental Attitudes

1. ‘Judge’ – condemnation stemming from 

disagreement

2. Romans 14:4, “Who art thou that judgest 
another man’s servant? to his own master 

he standeth or falleth. Yea, he shall be 

holden up: for God is able to make him 

stand.”
B. Judicial Application

1. We will earn the same kind of treatment

2. Romans 14:10-13, “But why dost thou judge 
thy brother? or why dost thou set at nought 

thy brother? for we shall all stand before the 

judgment seat of Christ. For it is written, As 

I live, saith the Lord, every knee shall bow to 

me, and every tongue shall confess to God. 

So then every one of us shall give account of 

himself to God. Let us not therefore judge 

one another any more: but judge this rather, 

that no man put a stumblingblock or an 

occasion to fall in his brother’s way.”
II. A Simple Condition (3-4)

A. Distorted Sight

1. Of Ourselves

2. Of Others

B. Destructive Service

1. Handicapped by our own problems we will not 

be able to help another

2. Our distorted perspective will only bring confusion 

III. A Simple Cure (5)

A. Self-Examination

1. Luke 6:37, “Judge not, and ye shall not be judged: 
condemn not, and ye shall not be condemned: 

forgive, and ye shall be forgiven:”

2. 1 Cor. 11:31, “For if we would judge ourselves, we 
should not be judged”
B. Spiritual Discernment (vs. 6)

1. Some will not receive spiritual correction

2. Proverbs 9:7-8, “He that reproveth a scorner 
getteth to himself shame: and he that rebuketh a 

wicked man getteth himself a blot. Reprove not a 

scorner, lest he hate thee: rebuke a wise man, 

and he will love thee.”
