Follow Phillip’s Pattern of Obedience

I. Obey God’s Voice

“My sheep hear My voice, I know them, and they follow Me.”  John 10:27 (HCSB)

A. God Still Speaks

1. Through the Bible

2. Through the Holy Spirit

3. Through Prayer

4. Through the Church

5. Through Circumstances

B. We Must Obey

1. Phillip was asked to leave a profitable ministry and go to a desert place

2. It didn’t make much sense to us

3. This Ethiopian carried the gospel back to his land

4. Sometimes God will ask us to do things that make little sense to us

5. We must trust Him and obey

6. He is God – and we are not!

II. Be Sensitive to God’s Spirit

A. Work of the Spirit

1. “But the Counselor, the Holy Spirit, whom the Father will send in My name, will teach you all things and remind you of everything I have told you.” John 14:26 (HCSB)

2. His work is to reveal and remind us of God’s Truth & God’s Will
B. Walk in the Spirit

1. When we live our lives under the control of the Spirit we are constantly in the position where God can and will use us.

2. “I say then, • walk by the Spirit and you will not carry out the desire of the flesh.” Galatians 5:16 (HCSB)

3. “If we live by the Spirit, we must also follow the Spirit.” Galatians 5:25 (HCSB)

III. Understand God’s Word

A. Saturation

1. How would Phillip have known how to answer the eunuch’s question if he had not known the Scripture?

2. “I have treasured Your word in my heart  so that I may not sin against You.” Psalms 119:11 (HCSB)

3. “I have not departed from the commands of His lips;  I have treasured the words of His mouth  more than my daily food.” Job 23:12 (HCSB)
B. Spirit

1. The Spirit of Truth will guide us into all truth

2. “But the Counselor, the Holy Spirit, whom the Father will send in My name, will teach you all things and remind you of everything I have told you.” John 14:26 (HCSB)

C. Salvation
Phillip gives a great pattern to follow in Witnessing

1. Listen to questions

2. Use the Scriptures

3. Focus on Jesus

4. Ask for a response

IV. Add Souls to God’s Kingdom

A. Great Commission

“Then Jesus came near and said to them, “All authority has been given to Me in heaven and on earth. Go, therefore, and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, teaching them to observe everything I have commanded you. And remember, I am with you always, to the end of the age.” Matthew 28:18-20 (HCSB)

1. Go to the world

2. Preach the gospel

3. Baptize (assimilate) into the Kingdom (local church)
