I. Characteristics of an Encourager

A. Reliability

1. ‘Faithful minister’

2. 1 Cor. 4:2, “Moreover it is required in stewards 
that one be found faithful”

3. Even their reliability is encouraging!

B. Humility

1. ‘Whom I have sent’

2. How can I serve? No stipulations

II. Contribution of an Encourager

A. To the unity of the church

1. ‘That you may know our affairs’

2. Information breeds unity

B. To the ministry of the church

1. ‘That he may comfort your hearts’

2. 2 Cor. 1:3-4, “Blessed be the God and Father of 

our Lord Jesus Christ, the Father of mercies and 

God of all comfort, who comforts us in all our 

tribulation, that we may be able to comfort those 

who are in any trouble, with the comfort with 

which we ourselves are comforted by God.”

C. To the stability of the church

1. ‘Peace to the brethren’

2. 1 Peter 3:10, “For He who would love life And see 

good days, Let him refrain his tongue from evil, 

and his lips from speaking deceit. Let him turn 

away from evil and do good; Let him seek peace 

and pursue it. For the eyes of the Lord are on the 

righteous, And His ears are open to their prayers; 

But the face of the Lord is against those who do 

evil.”

D. To the charity of the church

III. Commendation of an Encourager

A. Grace

1. Favor, or mercy

2. Charity, or benevolence

B. Sincere love of Christ

1. To love Christ is to love His church

2. If we love His church, we will seek to benefit it
