B. Enter with Service (2a)

1. 1 Timothy 1:12, “And I thank Christ 
Jesus our Lord who has enabled me, 

because He counted me faithful, putting 

me into the ministry”

2. “The longer I serve Him, the sweeter 
He grows…”
C. Enter with Singing (2b)

1. Words literally mean a ‘ringing cry’

2. Psalm 68:32, “Sing to God, you 

   kingdoms of the earth; Oh, sing praises 


   to the Lord”
