FEARFULLY AND WONDERFULLY MADE

Psalm 139:13-18

I. God Cares About Our Beginning (vs. 13-14)

A. Physical

1. ‘Formed’, or created; made, brought together the differing parts

2. Denotes the creative activity of God

B. Spiritual

1. ‘Inward parts’, usually translated ‘heart’ in the OT

2. David realized that God had formed a spiritual person capable of having a relationship with God, who Himself is a spiritual being

C. Purposeful

1. ‘Covered’ is actually “knit together” or woven
2. Like a garment being woven and joined together to make a whole, we were created, knit together by God

3. David affirms this by giving God the praise for creating him (vs. 14)

II. God Cares About Our Present (vs. 15-16)

A. Our Development

1. God is pictured here as watching over the development of the human embryo

2. He not only has caused it, but he watches the process, now and forever

B. Our Destiny

1. David affirms that God has a plan for his life already laid out

2. This plan was ordained before David was even born

III. God Cares About Our Future (vs. 17-18)

A. Our Future

1. ‘Thoughts’ is usually translated ‘plans’ elsewhere in the OT

2. David expresses that the plans that God has for him are ‘precious’, or valuable, and worthy of discovery

3. They are more than we could ever imagine (“For I know the thoughts that I think toward you, says the LORD, thoughts of peace and not of evil, to give you a future and a hope.”  Jeremiah 29:11 (NKJV)

B. Our End

1. The end of verse 18 is generally accepted to mean when David dies and ‘awakes’ in the presence of God

2. God desires that all of His crowning creation know Him and live with Him forever

3. “The Lord is not slack concerning His promise, as some count slackness, but is longsuffering toward us, not willing that any should perish but that all should come to repentance.” 2 Peter 3:9 (NKJV)
