you have tasted that the Lord is gracious
II. It Permits Progress (13) – Power

1. We cannot ride on past successes

2. We cannot dwell on past failures

B. Information from our inventory provides the motivation 

to press on

III. It Centers Upon Greater Things (14) – Passion
