A. He was Suspicious of the Wise Men (11-12)

1. Who are these men?

2. What do they want for these gifts?

B. He was Suspicious of the Wild Man (13)

1. He ordered the death of little children

2. He ordered the death of prominent Jews 

when he died so someone would mourn

C. Many see ulterior motives behind the message of Jesus

1. ‘All they want is money’

2. ‘They are all hypocrites’

3. ‘They only care about themselves’

D. When Joseph obeyed God, his suspicions were put to rest

III. A Sensitive Heart (Matt. 2:19-23)

A. He was Sensitive to the Prompting of the Lord (19-21)

1. When God directed him, he obeyed

2. He did not resist or make excuses

B. He was Sensitive to the Plan of the Lord (22-23)

1. He did not question God’s plan

2. God had a plan all along (23b)
