(A Profession to Live Out – Evangelism)

We will either be World-Class Christians or Worldly Christians

I. Shift from Self-Centered Thinking to Other-Centered Thinking

A. Saved to Serve and Made for a Mission

1. 1 Corinthians 14:20 (NIV), “Brothers, stop thinking like children. In regard to evil be infants, but in your thinking be adults.”

2. Philippians 2:4 (NIV), “Each of you should look not only to your own interests, but also to the interests of others.”

3. 1 Corinthians 10:33-11:1 (NIV), “I try to please everybody in every way. For I am not seeking my own good but the good of many, so that they may be saved. Follow my example, as I follow the example of Christ.”

B. Someday the Great Commission will be the Great Completion

1. Revelation 7:9-10 (NIV), “After this I looked and there before me was a great multitude that no one could count, from every nation, tribe, people and language, standing before the throne and in front of the Lamb. They were wearing white robes and were holding palm branches in their hands. And they cried out in a loud voice: "Salvation belongs to our God, who sits on the throne, and to the Lamb."

2. The great barriers are no longer distance, cost, or transportation. The only barrier is the way we think.

II. Shift from Local Thinking to Global Thinking

A. “For God so loved the world…”

1. Colossians 1:6 (NIV), “All over the world this gospel is bearing fruit and growing, just as it has been doing among you since the day you heard it and understood God's grace in all its truth.”

2. Jesus died for the whole of mankind

B. Focus on the World

1. Pray for specific countries

2. Pray for specific people-groups

3. Pray for missionaries

4. Read and watch the news with ‘Great Commission eyes’

5. Get involved in short-term missions

III. Shift from Thinking of Excuses to Thinking of Creative Ways to Fulfill your Commission

A. Common Excuses

1. I only speak English

2. I don’t have anything to offer

3. I’m too old (too young)

B. We are ALL called to be On-Mission for God

1. Sarah claimed she was too old to be part of God’s plan

2. Jeremiah claimed he was too young to be used of God

3. Jeremiah 1:7-8 (NIV), “But the LORD said to me, "Do not say, `I am only a child.' You must go to everyone I send you to and say whatever I command you. Do not be afraid of them, for I am with you and will rescue you," declares the LORD.”

4. God desires that His whole church take the whole gospel to the whole world.

5. PRAY Psalm 67:1-2 (NIV), “May God be gracious to us and bless us and make his face shine upon us, that your ways may be known on earth, your salvation among all nations.”
