                                  (A Power to Live On – Worship)

I. Worship that is Accurate

A. He is Lord

1. ‘Owner, ruler’

2. Not our own politically correct image of a comfortable god

B. He is God

1. He is the Only God

2. John 4:23 (NIV), “Yet a time is coming and has now come when the true worshipers will worship the Father in spirit and truth, for they are the kind of worshipers the Father seeks.”

II. Worship that is Authentic

A. Heart – genuine and heartfelt

B. Soul – spirit

1. John 4:24 (NIV), “God is spirit, and his worshipers must worship in spirit and in truth.”

2. Not the Holy Spirit. You are a spirit that resides in a body and God designed your spirit to communicate with Him. 

3. Worship is your spirit responding to God’s Spirit.

III. Worship that is Attentive (Thoughtful)

A. Thinking

1. ‘Love God will all your mind’ is repeated 4 times in the NT

2. If worship is mindless it is meaningless

3. Jesus called thoughtless worship ‘vain repetitions’ in Matthew 6:7.

B. Be specific

1. Try to avoid using the same old words

2. Think about what you are saying to God. Talk to Him like you would when complementing another person.

IV. Worship that is Applicable (Practical)

A. All your Strength

1. The sacrifices of worship include praise, offerings of money, serving others, sharing with those in need, sharing the good news.

2. 2 Samuel 24:24 (NIV), “I will not sacrifice to the LORD my God burnt offerings that cost me nothing.”
B. Living Sacrifices

1. The Romans 12:1 command is a worship command
