REDEMPTIVE CONVERSATIONS

Isaiah 50

Definition – A dialogue in which truth is shared so that people can find the answers they seek and be ultimately drawn to Jesus Christ for salvation and/or restoration.

I. Speaking (4a)

A. Jesus is the model

1. This passage speaks of the Messiah

2. How did Jesus speak? 

a. John 7:46, “Never man spake like this man”

b. People were often astonished
3. ‘Learned’ – an instructed tongue

B. People need the truth of God’s Word

1. Hebrews 4:12, “For the word of God is living and powerful, and sharper than any two-edged sword, piercing even to the division of soul and spirit, and of joints and marrow, and is a discerner of the thoughts and intents of the heart”

2. Truth that has been internalized and then is shared powerfully from the heart.
II. Listening (4b-5a)

A. Learning requires Listening

1. Before Jesus spoke, He listened

2. John 12:49-50, “For I have not spoken on My own authority; but the Father who sent Me gave Me a command, what I should say and what I should speak. And I know that His command is everlasting life. Therefore, whatever I speak, just as the Father has told Me, so I speak.”
B. Before we can help someone, we must listen and understand their questions

C. We must listen & learn from God’s Word to be equipped to help others

III. Obedience (5b-6)

A. Jesus was obedient to the will of His Father, even to the point of death

B. Philippians 2:8, “And being found in appearance as a man, He humbled Himself and became obedient to the point of death, even the death of the cross”
C. Ezra 7:10, “For Ezra had prepared his heart to seek the Law of the LORD, and to do it, and to teach statutes and ordinances in Israel”
D. Obedience gives credibility and power to our words
IV. Resources (7-9)

A. Know the Person of God

B. Depend upon the Power of God

C. Be aware of the Presence of God
