I. Man of Character (1-3)

A. Distinguished himself

1. Does not refer to self-exaltation

2. Supported by the text

3. His character was evident, and IT set him apart

4. Fruits of the Spirit

B. Excellent spirit

1. Positive attitude

2. Can-do work ethic

3. How is your attitude at work?

4. Evidence of fullness of Holy Spirit

II. Man of Consistency (4)

A. Faithful in his work

1. No evidence of corruption

2. Diligent

3. Proverbs 20:6, “Many a man claims to have 
unfailing love, but a faithful man who can find?”

B. Faithful in his walk (4b)

1. End of verse seems to indicate more than work

2. His personal life stood up under scrutiny

3. Proverbs 20:7, “The righteous man leads a 
blameless life; blessed are his children after him.”

III. Man of Conviction (5)

A. Consistent walk

1. Daniel’s walk with God is what got him into 

trouble

2. Daniel’s walk with God is what got him through

B. Capital testimony

1. Even his enemies knew he was faithful to his God
