I. Character over Comfort (vs. 3-5)

A. Reputation

B. Trustworthy

C. 2 Peter 1:5-9, “But also for this very reason, giving all 
diligence, add to your faith virtue, to virtue knowledge, 

to knowledge self-control, to self-control perseverance, 

to perseverance godliness, to godliness brotherly kindness, 

and to brotherly kindness love. For if these things are 

yours and abound, you will be neither barren nor 

unfruitful in the knowledge of our Lord Jesus Christ. For 

he who lacks these things is shortsighted, even to blindness, 

and has forgotten that he was cleansed from his old sins”
II. Discipline over Disorder

B. In our Church Life

3. Statement: “I need to be in an atmosphere where 
my perceptions of life can be challenged. I need to be 

in an environment that offers me an opportunity to 

learn and utilize my spiritual gifts. I need to be 

involved in a church where I am held accountable 

for my actions. I need to be in a place where I can 

receive Godly wisdom. I need to be in a fellowship 

with people who hold to the same values that I 

embrace. I need to be involved in a church where I 

can be encouraged when I feel like giving up; a 

place where others will pray for me when I’m too 

discouraged to pray for myself.”
