       Daniel 4:19, 27

I. Bothered by Judgment Foretold

A. Daniel was clearly saddened by the coming 

judgment

1. ‘Astonished’ – “stunned”

2. ‘Thoughts troubled him’ – 

“trembled inwardly”

B. Hell is an awful place

1. “Unquenchable fire”

2. “Hell fire”

3. “Where the worm dies not, and the 

fire is never quenched”

C. Jesus desires that no one should go there

1. 2 Peter 3:9, “The Lord is not slack 
concerning His promise, as some count 

slackness, but is longsuffering toward us, 

not willing that any should perish but 

that all should come to repentance”

2. Luke 19:10, “for the Son of Man has 
come to seek and to save that which was 

lost”
3. Matthew 25:41, “Then He will also say to 
those on the left hand, ‘Depart from Me, 

you cursed, into the everlasting fire 

prepared for the devil and his angels”

II. Balanced by Love for People

A. Daniel showed an evident concern for King Neb

1. Even though King Neb was not a believer, 

Daniel did not rejoice in his judgment

2. Evidenced by Daniel’s remark about his 

enemies

B. Ephesians 4:15, “speaking the truth in love…”

C. Love does not rejoice in judgment
III. Bold in our Presentation of the Truth

A. Daniel was not afraid to speak the truth

1. Condemned sin

2. Prescribed treatment
