A. Lycanthrope

1. Literally ‘wolfman’

2. King George III of England

3. Mental disorder affecting part of the 


    brain

4. Those afflicted imagine themselves 


    to be animals and act as such

B. Literal Disorder
1. Babylonian historian Berosus records 



King Neb’s sickness

2. ‘Heart will be changed’ – Akkadian 


verb for mental derangement
C. Ecclesiastes 8:11, “Because the sentence 

against an evil work is not executed speedily, 


therefore the heart of the sons of men is fully 


set in them to do evil”

III. The Promised Restoration (vs. 34-37)

A. Repentance

1. Evidenced by his declaration

2. Indicated by the prophecy of judgment


a. “7 times (years)  until…”

B. Reformation

1. ‘Excellent majesty’ added - increase

2. ‘Most High’ – supreme God (vs. 34)
