Jude 24-25

I. The Person To Whom Praise is Ascribed (vs. 24-25a)

A. To Him Who is Able

1. To keep us from falling – ‘stumbling’

a. 3X in NT God is able

b. Romans 16:25 – He is able to put us

On a foundation that no one can shake

c. Eph. 3:20- He is able to do all things

Beyond our wildest imagination

d. in all the truth concerning

Apostasy there is nothing to suggest

that a true child of God can become

an apostate.
e. John 10:28-29, “And I give unto them eternal

 life; and they shall never perish, neither shall 

any man pluck them out of my hand. My Father, 

which gave them me, is greater than all; and no 

man is able to pluck them out of my Father’s 

hand.”

2. To present you faultless before His presence

With exceeding joy

a. we go from stumbling to heaven; gives hope 

that beyond the next faltering step may lie

our eternal home in the skies

b. Rev. 19:6-8, “And I heard as it were the voice of a 

great multitude, and as the voice of many waters, 

and as the voice of mighty thunderings, saying, 

Alleluia: for the Lord God omnipotent reigneth. 

Let us be glad and rejoice, and give honour to him: 

for the marriage of the Lamb is come, and his wife 

hath made herself ready. And to her was granted that

 she should be arrayed in fine linen, clean and white: 

for the fine linen is the righteousness of saints.”

B. To God

1. Our Savior

a. Emphasizes the truth denied by apostasy – God

will save all who come to Him through Christ

2. Who alone is wise – ‘practiced skill’

II. The Praise Ascribed to God (vs. 25b)

A. Glory – brightness; manifest excellence of God

1. Luke 2:9, “And, lo, the angel of the Lord came upon them, 

and the glory of the Lord shone round about them”

B. Majesty – regal presence; highness & greatness of our God

C. Dominion – rule of God throughout the universe

D. Power – unlimited authority

E. Now & Forever

After all the terrible things that we have learned from Jude, the Christian may 

have real assurance because the God who is able is our God. God is able not only 

to establish us on an unshakable foundation, not only able to do exceedingly 

abundantly above all that we ask or think, not only able to keep us from falling, 

not only able to present us without blemish in the presence of His glory, but is able 

to do it with exceeding joy. This God, the God of glory; this God, the God of 

majesty; this God, the God of dominion; this God, the God of all power and might, 

IS OUR GOD!!

1 Chronicles 29:10-13, “Wherefore David blessed the LORD before all the 

congregation: and David said, Blessed be thou, LORD God of Israel our father, for

 ever and ever. Thine, O LORD, is the greatness, and the power, and the glory, and

 the victory, and the majesty: for all that is in the heaven and in the earth is thine;

 thine is the kingdom, O LORD, and thou art exalted as head above all. Both riches

 and honour come of thee, and thou reignest over all; and in thine hand is power 

and might; and in thine hand it is to make great, and to give strength unto all. Now

 therefore, our God, we thank thee, and praise thy glorious name.”
