   Philippians 2:5-11

I. The Humiliation of Christ

A. In the form of God; equal with God

1. ‘form’ – inner reality which shows outwardly

2. same in verse 7 below

B. Made himself of no reputation

1. to ‘make empty’

a. the outward glory of deity

b. the constant use of the prerogatives of deity

C. Took upon him the form of a servant

D. Made in the likeness of men (7b-8a)

1. ‘likeness’, ’fashion’ – outward appearance

2. He seemed to be a ‘mere’ man

E. Humbled himself – see ‘B’ above

F. Obedient unto death

1. Even death on a cross

II. The Exaltation of Christ

A. The exalter – God the Father

1. Acts 17:31, “Because he hath appointed a day, in 
the which he will judge the world in righteousness 

by that man whom he hath ordained; whereof he 

hath given assurance unto all men, in that he hath 

raised him from the dead.”

B. The exalted – Jesus Christ

1. Name above ever other name

a. Acts 4:12, “Neither is there salvation in 
any other: for there is none other name 

under heaven given among men, whereby 

we must be saved.”

2. The name of ‘Jesus’

a. the name is used for everything which the 

name covers, everything the thought or 

feeling of which is aroused in the mind by 

mentioning, hearing, remembering, the 

name, i.e. for one’s rank, authority, interests, 

pleasure, command, excellences, deeds etc.

III. The Subjugation of all to Christ

A. Every knee should bow

1. Things in heaven

2. Things in earth

3. Things under the earth

B. Every tongue should confess

1. Jesus Christ is Lord

2. To the glory of God the Father

C. Isaiah 45:23, “I have sworn by myself, the word is gone out of my 
mouth in righteousness, and shall not return, That unto me every 

knee shall bow, every tongue shall swear”
