I. The Natural Walk (17-19)

A. Darkened Minds

1. Athenians: Acts 17:21, “For all the Athenians 
and the foreigners who were there spent their 

time in nothing else but either to tell or to hear 

some new thing”

2. 2 Timothy 3:7, “Ever learning, and never able 
   to come to the knowledge of the truth”
B. Calloused Hearts

1. ‘Blindness’ – calloused, hardened

2. Heb. 3:13b, “…hardened through the 
deceitfulness of sin”
C. Enslaved Wills

1. ‘Given over’ – to sentence to, as into prison

2. They had turned themselves in to the prison of sin
II. The New Walk (20-21)

A. Voice of Instruction

1. Adam heard God’s voice in the Garden: God 

sought him out

2. Spurgeon was converted by a layman preaching 
“Look unto Christ”
B. Way of Instruction

1. ‘the Truth is in Jesus’

2. ‘Way, Truth, Life’ – 
a. the Way so that men may be saved

b. the Truth so that men may be sure
c. the Life so that men may be strong
III. The New Wardrobe (22-24)

A. Take off the Old Man

1. Old – age-old problem

2. Continual corruption – never gets any better
B. Be Renewed in Your Thinking

1. No diet of Christian Junk Food

2. Read, meditate, study - (Rom. 12:1-2)
C. Put On the New Man

1. Emperors New clothes – we show off that we have 

renounced the old man, but the world sees us naked

2. Put on the New Man – righteousness, holiness
