               Ephesians 4:25-32


Since we have put on the new man:

I. Develop Honesty (25-27)

A. Honesty in Speech

1. Quote from Zechariah 8:16

2. We are limbs of the body (attached)

3. The human body communicates honestly 

with the other members

B. Honesty with Emotions

1. Quote from Psalm 4:4

2. Leviticus 19:17-18, “You shall not hate your 
brother in your heart. You shall surely rebuke 

your neighbor, and not bear sin because of 

him. You shall not take vengeance, nor bear 

any grudge against the children of your 

people, but you shall love your neighbor as 

yourself: I am the LORD”
a. The text assumes it is easy to become 

angry at people, but we should not allow 

our anger to become hatred or wrath

b. James 1:20, “for the wrath of man does 
not produce the righteousness of God.”
C. Uncontrolled anger gives a place of occupancy to the 

devil

II. Demonstrate Hospitality (28-30)

A. With the Hands (28)

1. Generosity, not selfishness

2. Phrasing denotes getting with a purpose to give

B. With our Speech (29)

1. ‘Corrupt’ – rotten; spoiled fish or rotten fruit

2. Proverbs 25:11, “A word fitly spoken is like 

   apples of gold In settings of silver”

3. Our words should benefit those who hear

4. We grieve the Holy Spirit when our speech does 


   not edify

III. Determine to be Honorable (31-32)

A. Put off Destructive Attitudes

1. Allow God to expose our sin and then weed the 

garden of our souls

2.    Psalm 139:23-24, “Search me, O God, and know 


   my heart; try me, and know my anxieties; and see

       if there is any wicked way in me, and lead me in 

       the way everlasting”

B. Put on Gracious Attitudes

1. Consciously put on these graces

2. Practice them
