Ephesians 5:22-33

I. Submission of the Wife (22-24)

A. Husband is head of wife

1. Submission 

a. ‘tasso’ - military term; to draw up in array 

 as for battle

b. Prefix ‘hupo’ - under

c. To put voluntarily in to subjection

2. Submission does not mean inferiority

a. Male & female are created in the image of 

God (Gen. 1:27)

b. Gal. 3:28, “There is neither Jew nor Greek, 
there is neither slave nor free, there is 

neither male nor female; for you are all one 

in Christ Jesus”
c. God has placed us in differing positions of 
authority & submission
3. The verse suggests that the wife’s submission is 

to be viewed as an obedience rendered to Christ

B. Christ is head of Church

1. ‘Headship’ means leadership

2. Along with leadership comes accountability

II. Servitude of the Husband (25-31)

A. Sacrificially (Agapao’)

1. Christ’s focus was (is) on us

2. Set Apart - 1 John 4:8, “God is love”

3. Cleansed - John 3:16, “For God so loved the world 
that He gave His only begotten Son, that whoever 

believes in Him should not perish but have 

everlasting life”
4. Perfected - Gal. 5:22-23, “But the fruit of the Spirit 
is love, joy, peace, longsuffering, kindness, goodness,

faithfulness, gentleness, self-control”
B. Similarly

1. Husband to love wife as part of self

2. Christ loves the church as part of Himself – His body

3. Man and woman become ‘1 flesh’ – 1 body

III. Similarity to the Church (32-33)

A. Deep Truth

1. Christ & church is the mystery

2. Likened to Husband and Wife

B. Directive

1. Husbands love wives as part of our bodies

2. Wives submit to husbands and respect the 

God-ordained position of headship they have been given
