B. Jesus had Faith in His Father

1. Sacrifice was important

2. Father desires to make us His sons so 

He can give us His best

C. Faith is a prerequisite for salvation

1. Ephesians 2:8, “For by grace are ye 
saved through faith”

2. Hebrews 11:6, “But without faith it is 
impossible to please him”

II. Obedience

A. Isaac Obeyed his Father

1. He went willingly

2. He carried the wood

B. Jesus obeyed His Father

1. He went willingly

a. Jesus could have resisted – I AM 

in the garden

b. 12 Legions of angels

2. He carried the wood – John 19:17

C. God requires obedience from us

1. Acts 16:31, “Believe on the Lord Jesus 
Christ and thou shalt be saved”

Luke 9:22-24, “And he said to 

them all, If any man will come after me, let 

him deny himself, and take up his cross 

daily, and follow me. For whosoever will 

save his life shall lose it: but whosoever 

will lose his life for my sake, the same 

shall save it.”

III. Blessing

A. God provided a sacrifice to spare Isaac

1. Isaac became a great nation

B. Jesus was the sacrifice God provided to spare us

1. He has been highly exalted at the Father’s right 

hand

C. Faith and obedience is the only path to blessing

1. Isaac carried the wood; Jesus carried the wood;
