             John 13:1-17

I. True Servanthood flows out of a God-given Security (3)

A. Appearances

1. Philippians 2:5-8, “Let this mind be in you which 
was also in Christ Jesus, who, being in the form 

of God, did not consider it robbery to be equal 

with God, but made Himself of no reputation, 

taking the form of a bondservant, and coming in 

the likeness of men. And being found in 

appearance as a man, He humbled Himself and 

became obedient to the point of death, even the 

death of the cross”

2. Jesus is more concerned with attitude than 
appearance
B. Insecurity

1. What will people think?

2. I will never live it down

3. I will be forever labeled

II. True Servanthood is not easily Distracted (1)

A. Jesus should have been affirmed and supported

1. He was facing the cross

2. He was dying for the world

B. Our own crises

1. Some people are in a perpetual crisis

2. Always sick, tired, overworked, mistreated, 

misunderstood

3. We don’t have time to serve; we need to BE 

served

C. Jesus washed Judas’ feet (see verse 2; Jesus knew)

1. He was not even distracted by His enemies

2. This was the ultimate lesson of servanthood

III. True Servanthood is a response to being loved by God (14)

A. Receive God’s love

1. Admit you are needy

2. Release your pride (you already owe Him 

everything)

3. Surrender completely (16)

B. Share His love (17)

1. Acceptance

2. Ministry

3. Witness
