(17)

A. ‘What must I DO?’

2. Am I only a good teacher?

B. Outward obedience of the Commandments

B. His attachment to them was the problem

1. Matthew 6:24, “No man can serve two masters: for 
either he will hate the one, and love the other; or 

else he will hold to the one, and despise the other. 

Ye cannot serve God and mammon”
